This will provide an overview of cultural and linguistic barriers experienced by individuals who are deaf, including modification of service provision. This workshop will explore how clinicians can develop resources for effective service and approaches for deaf individuals.  Play Therapy, Sand Tray and other projective techniques can be powerful tools to help clinicians be more effective with any consumer.  They are especially helpful when working with deaf consumers who also may be language deprived, language dysfluent or struggling with fund of information issues. 
This 4.5 hour training will provide clinicians with a thorough understanding of:

· The impact of deafness on trauma and service providers;
· How to work with deaf and hard of hearing victims;
· Modification of approaches/service delivery with providers and clinicians.
After the training, participants will be able to:

· Recognize significant symptoms of trauma and oppression as it relates to deaf and hard of hearing communities;
· Identify barriers to effective communication for deaf and hard of hearing victims of domestic violence with service providers/deaf and hard of hearing communities;
