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The following changes have been made to following forms: 
· UNCOPE
· ASAM Adult and Adolescent Placement Assessment. 
· ASAIS Profile or discharge

The updated forms are available for immediate use. MHSA will require all certified substance abuse providers to begin using the updated version no later than October 1, 2015

UNCOPE Screening

1.  Language preference:  drop down box has additional choices

Assessment

1. Under Substance Use Background, it will now populate in rank order.
2. Under Substance Use Background, amount of regular use has been added to the grid.
3. Under Substance Use Background, the classes of substances have been changed to be consistent with DSM 5.
4. Under Dimension 2, the “Do you have any known allergies?” has been modified to include the consideration of food and medications.
5. Under Dimension 4, the question “Have you had problems with the law because of your use?” has been removed.  In its place is the question “Have you had cravings or a strong desire to use AOD?”
6. Under Dimension 4, the question “Have you used larger amounts of AOD than you intended?” has been modified to say “Have you used larger amounts of AOD than you intended or for longer than you intended?”
7. Under Dimension 5, in the comment box under where treated/level of care/type of discharge has been fixed so that comments can be added.
8. On page 8 and 9 of the assessment (last two pages), the multi-axial system has been removed.
9. What was formerly Axis I and II is now “Substance Use Disorders “(with drop down boxes for all substance use disorders listed in the DSM 5); “Mental Health Disorders” (with drop down boxes).
10. What was formerly Axis III is now listed as “Other” (which is where medical disorders should be listed).  This is a fill in box.
11. What was formerly Axis IV is now “Psychological and Environmental Problems” (with drop down boxes).
12. Axis V has been removed.
13. Under assessed level of care, the numbering of the Levels of Care has been changed from roman numerals to Arabic numbers (to reflect the changes of the ASAM criteria).
14. Under assessed levels of care, all levels ending with a “D” for “Detoxification” has now been changed to “WM” for “Withdrawal Management” (to reflect the changes of the ASAM criteria)
15. Under assessed levels of care, 1-O has been renamed “Opioid Treatment Services” (to reflect the changes of the ASAM criteria).
16. Under assessed level of care, 3.3 has been renamed “Clinically Managed Population Specific High Intensity Residential Treatment” (to reflect the changes of the ASAM criteria).
17. Under assessed level of care, 3.5 has been renamed “Clinically Managed Medium Intensity Residential Treatment” (to reflect the changes of the ASAM criteria).
18. Under the dimension summary, the risk rating for dimensions 4, 5, and 6 have been changed to reflect that a risk rating of 4 also requires an a or b on the substance abuse risk rating.

ASAIS Profile or discharge

1. The ASAIS Profile or Discharge sheet has been changed to reflect the new “DSM-V Documentation of Diagnosis” design.
2. On page 2 of the Profile or Discharge sheet, “Linguistic Status” has been replaced with “Language Preference”.
